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1. Background

From its inception 64 years ago, the Gulf and Caribbean Fisheries Institute (GCFI) has addressed issues
of concern to fishers and other fish workers along the fish chain from harvest to postharvest, in addition to
the interests of fisheries scientists and marine resource (fisheries and MPA) managers. The fishery scope
includes recreational and commercial large and small-scale fisheries of the Wider Caribbean. Over time
the focus also changed from development challenges to science, management and conservation. Allied
topics such as aquaculture and marine protected areas (MPAs) were added to the programme. The
annual meeting of the GCFl is the leading forum at which fishers, resource managers, researchers,
students and others interested in regional fisheries and related matters regularly exchange information.

Since the introduction of the Gladding Memorial Award (GMA) in 2004, which recognises regional and
local fishers who are conservation minded and promote sustainable utilisation of marine resources, the
conference has evolved to include the Fishers Forum in 2007 and the Fisheries for Fisheries (F4F)
initiative in 2009. F4F incorporates the GMA ceremony, Fishers Forum and Field Trip and includes
shaping the strategic direction of GCFI in regards to fishers engaging in, the promotion of sustainable
resource use, exchanges involving best practices, fisheries governance and developing sustainable
fisheries ambassadors.

The remaining sections of this document report on the Fishers Forum, Fishers Field Trip and Fisheries for
Fishers planning session at the 64" GCFI held in Puerto Morelos, Mexico, from 31 October - 4 November
2011. Appendices provide additional details. This report is available for free download from the GCFI

web site (visit www.gcfi.org).

2. Fishers forum

The Fishers Forum was held within the GCFI main programme on Monday 31 October 2011 starting at
4:30pm and chaired by Mitchell Lay. It had the theme “Regional fisheries governance and fishers
participation” (Appendix 1). Leading fisher, Ezekiel Sanchez Herrera, of the Puerto Morelos fishers
cooperative welcomed fisherfolk and the GCFI audience to Puerto Morelos.

There were three presentations by leading fishers on their perspectives on fisheries governance in their
respective countries: Guatemala by Angelica Mendez, Belize by Todville Peets on behalf of Armando
Ramirez, Antigua and Barbuda by Sibly Charles (Appendices 2, 3 and 4). The presentations were all
prepared by fishers and described the very practical ways in which they saw room for improvement in
their engagement with the processes of fisheries governance and collaboration with other stakeholders.

An involved and lively discussion followed the presentations and provided the following points for
consideration:
e Lionfish —issue of concern to several fisheries, and fishers must be involved throughout
e Zoning (a local fishers initiative in Guatemala) can be used to reduce conflicts and contribute
towards sustainability
e Fishers demonstrated initiative in setting up a no-take area (by Puerto Morelos), approximately 4
kilometres from beach.
Cooperation can limit sales of illegal catch (Belize/Mexico cooperate on undersize conch).
Fishers can exercise commonsense and self-compliance regarding resource use (Barbados).
Fishers should influence each other positively in order to promote good practices.
Enforcement by fishers is important in sustaining fishery and MPA management measures
Obtaining reliable data and information from fishers is critical for good management and linked to
long-term resource interests.
e We need to educate consumers about fisheries and involve diverse stakeholders in fisheries
forums.
e Fishers involved in policy partnerships have voice in ministries responsible for fisheries resources
(e.g. via OSPESCA in Central America).

e Co management through MoUs has been used with good results at the local level in the
Dominican Republic and will be up-scaled to the national policy-making level as well.

e FAO promotes the ecosystem approach to fisheries (EAF) and stakeholder participation in
decision-making

The fishers forum attracted the participation of most GCFI attendees and approximately 200 persons
stayed for the entire session. It seems to be well institutionalised as a regular feature of the programme.

3. Gladding Memorial Award

The GMA was presented immediately upon the close of the Fishers Forum discussion. GMA Committee
chair, Mitchell Lay, stated that there was a GMA 2011 regional winner, Pelagio Paulino of the Dominican
Republic, who could not make it to receive award at this conference. He added that efforts will be made to
present Paulino with his award at the 65" GCFI in Colombia.

Lay presented an overview of the origin and history of the GMA that concluded with information on the
2011 local GMA winner, Ruth Martha Garcia Gongora of Cozumel, Mexico (Appendix 5). She is a
fisherwoman and much more. Martha is the second female to receive this award which brings the total
number of GMA winners to fifteen. She was escorted to the podium and presented to the conference by
Angelica Mendez, GMA 2010 regional winner from Guatemala.

The GMA award presentation ended the day for the conference and closed at 6pm.

4. Fishers field trip

The ‘Fishers Field Trip’ is an event eagerly anticipated by both fishers and others (scientists, students,
managers) who work in applied research at or around fishing facilities. It is designed to allow the GCFI
members to get to know more about fishing in the host country and to interact with fisher folk there to
share information and fellowship without language and culture being barriers. Generous sponsorship and
in-kind support from local organisers (see Acknowledgements) provide transportation, translation services
and other benefits for the persons on the field trip. Barbara Reveles assisted much in organising this trip.
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The Fishers Field trip at the 64" GCFI took 35 participants (Appendix 6) to Puerto Juarez and the home of
the federation of fishing cooperatives of Quintana Roo, Mexico. After a look at the mooring and docking
facilities of fishing fleets in Puerto Jaurez, discussions were held with Ezekiel, an executive member of
the federation. There are 26 cooperatives in the federation with approximately 3000 fishers and 800
boats, with each cooperative having its own area of fishing operation by agreement.

There is concern over diminishing stocks and the fishers have united to allow for, controlled harvesting by
limiting their areas of operation and ensuring that only members of the cooperative can fish, collective

marketing to ensure good prices with the cooperative and buyers negotiating price at season start and the
fishers selling to the federation which in turns sells to the hotel industry, and sustainable financing through



a revolving fund set up in collaboration with Mexican government. The federation uses a portion of profits
generated to maintain decompression chamber, facilitate its administration and for medical insurance.

The federation has a close relationship with the Yahama outboard motor company, to whom they rent
space. There is an effort to have fishers acquire four-stroke motors in order to become more efficient and
have a smaller impact on the environment. A representative from Yamaha was present at the meeting,
sharing on this initiative and the financing arrangements between the federation and Yamaha, which
ensures that engines are paid for through loans to fishers from the revolving fund of the federation.

5. Strategic planning

A strategic planning session for the GCFI Fisheries for Fishers (F4F) Initiative was held on Wednesday 2
November and was attended by many of the fishers present at the conference, including some GMA
winners. Mitchell Lay chaired this meeting and commenced with agenda (Appendix 7) distribution and
opening remarks on the origin and direction on the GCFI Fisheries for Fishers initiative, which involves
the Forum and field trip annually plus various planning or other sessions as needs arise. After round
table introduction of participants (Appendix 8), feedback on the Forum general session was solicited and
a précis of impressions shared follows:

¢ Information presented was useful and practical

Impressed and encouraged to participate in next conference

Love to have more discussions after presentations

Need to have more fishers invited and participating

Great opportunity for information/data exchange between fishers, managers and scientists
Problems presented but need more regional cooperation to affect political will to find solutions
Fishers can be more involved in knowledge acquisition and sharing, in addition to seeking solutions

The meeting congratulated Martha Gongora on her receiving the local GMA for 2011, and welcomed the
French fishers from Guadeloupe. This was the first F4F meeting in which interpretation (provided by the
meeting participants) was necessary for English, Spanish and also French.

Comments on the Fishers Field trip included the appreciation of the opportunity to see and hear about the
local fishing industry from fishers. It was noted that fishers would have liked to have had a closer look at
the fishing vessels, particularly the larger ones. The information provided by the federation re-emphasises
the benefits of fishers being organised and informed. There was an expressed desire to share this
experience with other fishers. The weather and other logistical issues limited the field trip to one site and
most participants would have appreciated visiting other fishing communities as well.

Strategic planning included a presentation of the F4F Strategic plan by slide show (Appendix 9), which
looked at the work to date and outlined the meeting objectives, to finalise plan and agree on specific
actions for implementation over the next three years.

The F4F vision “Healthy marine ecosystems that have sustainable fisheries which use best fishing
practices, managed within an ecosystem approach to fisheries that results in regionally well-
organized fishers enjoying a good standard of livingo was presented and discussions then focused
on recommended actions for each of the following areas of the F4F strategic plan.

GMA Award:

Create promotional materials before and after conference highlighting the award.
e Publish the list of winners

e Share criteria and continue awarding fishers

e Fishers to share information at local level.

Capacity Development and Ambassador Program:
¢ Need to develop role models and leaders (10 within 3 years)
o Diversification and alternate livelihood options require practical training including exchanges



e Training to include sustainable/responsible fishing issues and marketing.
e Fishers exchanges emphasized as a priority area

Fishers in Governance:
e Training in research, advocacy and representation needed.
e Lobby governments on priority areas and for fisher support.
e Linked to Capacity Development and Ambassador program
¢ Link donor agencies to program and secure funding (FAO and TNC)

Fishers Exchanges:
e Viewed as priority area and would seek to develop responsible fishers who enjoy a good standard
of living while engaged in sustainable fishing practices.
e Specifics to be determined based on local situation.
e Must be practical to allow for adaptation on return home.

Information/Communication:

e  GCFI website to be more fisher user-friendly.

e Links between countries to be established.

¢ Billboards at landing site for information sharing.

e Showcase sustainable fisheries ambassadors and best practices.
Media coverage at GCFI conferences.
o Develop lists of places/seats where fishers can participate.

Making it happen:
e Use GMA winners (15).
¢ Volunteers at the meeting (Winston Hobson, Todville Peets, Sibly Charles, Angelica Mendez).
e Funding to be actively sought from TNC, FAO and other sources.
¢ National and regional fisherfolk organizations to also seek funding.

The meeting adjourned with the understanding that the GMA committee will complete the strategic plan
for the next 3 years with specific action plans based on discussions from this meeting and previous
planning work.

6. Conclusions

The fisher-led activities at the 64" GCFI garnered a significant increase, compared to previous years, in
support from the wider GCFI audience. There was increased participation and excellent periods of
discussion during all of the activities. Although occurring at the end of the first day, the Fishers Forum and
GMA presentation were still able to attract a large GCFI audience and the presentations from fishers were
well received.

The Fishers Field Trip and planning sessions were also well attended and participants exceeded the
anticipated numbers. The main challenges being faced revolve around funding and fisher participation. It
is unfortunate that the GMA committee was able to secure funding for only three GMA winners to attend
this conference, but we sincerely appreciate the contributions of our partners.

As we approach the vision of sustainable fishing industries with involved fishers, our goal is to strengthen
existing partnerships as we develop new ones and to materialise the existing plans of the F4F initiative.
We are looking forward to some more positive progress in the next year and to the 65" GCFI.
